Each resident, by signing this application, is agreeing to take care of the tree after planting, including watering for the first year. Each resident, by signing this application, is agreeing to give the City and its Contractor access to the resident’s property to plant the tree and further holds the City harmless on any and all damages of any kind relating to the planting.  All applications must be received by the 28th day of October, 2024.  Trees will be planted in the fall of 2024.
